How-to Speech

You will be giving a How-to Speech in class. You can choose any topic, as long as you are able to teach the class how to do it. It should be a specific skill, such as “How to do a roundhouse kick” or “How to study for a test.” 

Requirements:

1. You will make a poster that lists the steps of your “lesson.” It should have illustrations that go along with what you are teaching and should be attractive and appealing. You may also bring in any props or materials that will help demonstrate your point.

2. You must cite at least one source you used in creating your speech. (book, website, etc.) Please follow APA format for the citation.

3. You will be graded on your speaking skills according to the attached rubric. Make sure you practice your speech and that you are prepared to present to the class.

	Poster Content
	Includes at least 5 steps, clearly explained and in order.


	Includes 3 or 4 steps, explanation less clear.
	Includes 1 or 2 steps, explanation is vague, steps out of order.

	Poster Illustrations
	Illustrations go along with steps and help the listener learn.
	Illustrations are related but don’t support learning specifically.
	Illustrations are purely decorative; do not relate to topic.

	Citation Information
	Correctly cites at least one source in APA format.
	Citation has mistakes, but is present.
	No citation information.

	Speech Content


	Speech gives directions, includes steps, and is clear.
	Speech does not explain all steps, some directions unclear.
	No steps/directions, speaker did not teach a skill.

	Speaking Skills


	Voice is clear and appropriate volume. Speaker does not simply read poster. Makes eye contact with audience.
	Voice is soft or has some mumbling. Some reading of poster, minimal eye contact.
	Speaker reads poster, mumbles, or is unintelligible. Speaker does not make eye contact.
